We have received an estimate from the 
county regarding the Fire Hydrants in your 
area.  The details are as follows. 
 
Calculating 5000ô of 8ò line at $60 per foot 
(because it has to be directionally drilled 
through rock) plus $3500 times approxi-
mately 10 hydrants equals $335,000 plus 
15% contingency equals $385,250.  It 
looks like there may be 180 parcels so 
split between parcels and not residences, 
that would be approximately $2140 each 
which could be finances at 6% interest 
over ten years. 
 
In order to receive an MSBU from the 
county we would need 60% of the prop-
erty owners to agree to the terms as 
stated above.

REEFS UPDATE 
 
Capt. Morton reported that he and Jim McFarlane 
went to Tallahassee and met with FWC people 
separately. If a reef is more than 9 miles offshore, 
only an ACOE permit is required, not DEP. Ap-
proval from both agencies is required if it is within 
9 miles. FWC recommends that Hernando County 
open permits for two sites - the reef ball reef and 
the tank reef. The reason for this is if we were to 
deposit debris other than reef balls we would be 
changing the nature of what that reef was de-
signed for and altering the monitoring parameters. 
FWC encouraged us to open the tank site for con-
crete rubble, transfer boxes, etc. between the 
tanks to connect them which was in the original 
plan. 
 
Capt. Morton said there is a $25 expense to open 
an COE permit. The study has to be done and 
they said what Jim McFarlane has done is suffi-

cient. FWC will also come down and help us do 
any fine tuning that is needed on the surveys. This 
will save the county the expense of surveys. Not 
all sites in the county need to be surveyed for per-
mitting purposes, but it is helpful for grants ac-
cording to Mr. 
McFarlane. 
 
Capt. Morton said we will have public input meet-
ings. He handed out copies of his proposed l0-
year plan for habitat restoration (copy attached). 
Mr. McFarlane said it establishes the immediate 
direction and permitting the two sites is the first 
step for this year; then we can apply for the 
$60,000 grant in March of next year. He said in 
the third year he would like to see us look into de-
veloping inshore in the 10' range - all the way out 
to Chassahowitzka and the National Wildlife 
Sanctuary there that we can build on and enhance 
existing structure. Our mangrove habitats need 
some help, they have a lot of frost damage but 
some new growth is starting with the warm 
weather. Enhancing these areas would be a good 
thing to plan for in 5 years out since they are a

good filter and juvenile habitat.  
 
Commissioner Rocco mentioned tying this in with 
the CHIP group as one of the initiatives they 
would like to pursue as an environmental issue as 
well as recreational and economic development. 
Mr. McFarlane said this would be good because 
we need community input. Mr. Hamilton said there 
is a meeting tentatively scheduled for April 26h at 
7:30 pm at the Coast Guard Auxiliary to discuss 
all Hernando Beach issues and the reefs could be 
discussed at that meeting. 
 
Mr. Hamilton said he welcomes the opportunity to 
work with the Port Authority Board and utilize their 
expertise, but he is concerned about grants and 
timelines and assumes staff will need to get in-
volved. He said we are supportive of the reef pro-
jects but we need to wait until staff has time to get 
involved and provide support. He said he is sure 
Pat and Roy could be of help in the early stages 
but in order to get the Public Works Department 
involved, there is only so much we can do until the 
dredge is up and running.  He asked the Board to 
be patient and please bear with us until the 

dredge is near the end and DPW staff has time to 
work with the Board on the project. Give us a 
chance and work with us so we can work with you 
to make this happen. 
 
Paul Pelletier asked if the permit could still be 
opened up now and Susan Goebel asked that 
they wait at least a few weeks during this critical 
stage.  
 
Jim McFarlane said he has put energy into this for 
two years and he does not want to wait any 
longer. He has the application ready and feels we 
should use his expertise while he is on the Board. 
He understands that there are staff issues but 
feels we need to proceed with the permit applica-
tion and should have already done so. Mr. Hamil-
ton asked him to work with Pat and Roy on the 
preliminary efforts, but technical staff cannot get 
involved until the dredge is completed. 
 
Mr. Fagan said that a year ago the Board and the 
public decided that until the dredge was com-
pleted, no more projects would be started. That
